It was named by President Cedric Crear to announce that it benefits each of the
municipalities in Nevada without regional or population biases.

The One Nevada Plan is an implementation of the 2022 Strategic Plan, which was
ratified on January 31, 2022. It is based on the four core objectives of Advocacy,
Communication, Education, and Economic Development and adopts the following
philosophy, guiding principle, and mission for the League.

Philosophy — Strength in Unity. Strong Cities Build a Strong League. A Strong League
Builds Strong Cities.

Guiding Principle — The Vitality of Cities is Dependent on their Fiscal Stability and
Local Autonomy.

Mission — Create a Unified Association of Every Municipality in Nevada for Member
Autonomy, Fiscal Prosperity, Mutual Aid, and Political Strength.

Core Objectives

Advocacy — Advancing member municipality legislative and policy interests at each
level of government.

Communication — Increasing member engagement to ensure that each member’s
priorities are understood and pursued as well as to ensure that each member is
informed of the League’s activities in aggregate.

Education — Providing orientations and professional development training and
programming for elected officials and for professional staff.

Economic Development — Advancing member local, regional, and statewide
economic development activities and revenue growth initiatives.
